Year 4– Anglo Saxon and Celtic Explorer Day, Murton Park, York – Wednesday 8th February 2017
On Wednesday 8th February we will be introducing our Anglo Saxon and Celtic Topic by travelling back in time to visit Danelaw Anglo Saxon Village at Murton Park, York.  Our coach, provided by Atkinsons will leave school at 0845am, so please can you ensure that your child arrives at school by 0830am so we can take the register before leaving.  The coach will return at approximately 3.15pm to school.
The visit will be led by three costumed members of the Living History team.  The children will play the part Anglo Saxons making a living for themselves and their families.  On arrival they will be met by their Anglo Saxon host.  They will be given simple period costume to wear over their own clothes.

The children will be formed into family groups and will be given their own house on the settlement.  The children will perform a variety of tasks in and around the settlement which has every facility required to make the visit as credible and realistic as possible.  As well as domestic tasks which may include house tidying, firewood collecting, grinding grain to make bread and making oil lamps, the children will also have to learn about farming and how to guard their homes against danger.  The day will end with a visit to the longhouse to compare their home with the home of an Anglo Saxon Chief.

Emphasis is placed throughout the day on the use of role-play and scenarios to support the learning experience and the children will have the opportunity to use period equipment and artefacts.

Children should wear warm sensible outdoor clothes and comfortable shoes or boots.  Much of the day is outside and the children need to be warm. Wellingtons may also be brought if the weather is likely to be wet.

Children will need a named packed lunch.  Murton Park asks that this is sent in disposable packaging as they will dispose of it.  For a healthy and fairly authentic meal, the following foods are recommended.

Brown bread roll

Cold cooked meat

Pasty – meat or vegetarian

Cheese

Biscuits (not chocolate)

Fruit –apples, pears, plums or grapes

Dried fruit

A voluntary contribution of £23.50 per child is being asked for.  This covers the cost of transport and admission.  No child will be excluded from any school trip or visit due to financial difficulties, if there are any such difficulties please contact Mr Kelly to discuss.
